Beach Wrestling World Series — Ranking

The BWWS is used to determine the BW Men's World Titles and the BW Women’s World
Titles.

The winners of each weight category are referred to as the BW World Champions.

Event results are converted to points and count towards the BW World Title and the
ultimate prize of being called the BW World Champion.

Points for the BWWS Final are distributed according to the following formula:
* (Position Points according Table A) x (total number of events without the Final)
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The rules are:

* “Dumb proof” (EVERYBODY understands immediately)

* Spectator friendly (dynamic, no dull moments, no
stops)

* No room for interpretation or subjectivity

Ranking criteria in the Groups

* Each athlete will be rankad in their group based on the number of victories. So the
wrestler with the highest number of victories in a group, will be ranked first.

* In case of a tie in the group (same number of victories), if it concerns only two
wrestlers, their direct match will determine the ranking

* If it concerns more than two athletes, the ranking will be determined
following these criteria, across the all competition:

1. The highest classification points

2. The highest technical points scored
3. The fewest technical points given
4. The weight of the athletes*

5. The lowest draw/rank number

In BW, different to the Olympic Wrestling, there are only to referees:

* The Central Referee = is the most important figure of the team. He or she conducts
the match and evaluate all actions. The central referee’s decisions prevail, but in
case of doubt he may consult the technical secretary. In case of disagreement, the
Head Referee will have the final say.

* The Technical Secretary = It is a more administrative function. He or she follows
each action and on the basis of the central referee’s indications, write the
corresponding points on the score sheet.

BW is a very dynamic sport, practically without any interrumptions.
Therefore the Central Referee is a key figure to ensure an adequate flow of
the match.

* To the wrestler who manages to bring any of his opponent’s body part to
the ground, except the hands.

* To the wrestler who manages to bring any of his opponent’s body part
out of the competition area.

NOTE: if a foot goes underneath the ribbon, it will equally be considered out

* the wrestler whose opponent has received a caution for illegal action.

* the attacker (and only the attacker) can put one knee (and only onel!l)
to the ground when executing an action, if this action is finished by the
opponent in the ground (throw)

Note 1: If after plocing one knee to the ground, the ottocking wresters only beings his/her opponent out
of the circle without o projection or throw, he/she will lose 1 point

Note 2: The action must be dynomic ond without ¢ pouse. After placing one knes 10 the ground, we will
only evaluote the oction if he/she doens’t change to other technical movement

3 points
the wrestler who manages to expose his opponent’s back to the ground
during a takedown or a throw.

1. Incase of wrestler falls first on one flank and inmediatly rolls over the other side going over his/her
back, it will be considered a 3 points action.

2. En BW the danger position doesn't exist. Having the back with angle of less than 902 with the
ground it is not considered 3 points. In BW the back of the wrestler needs to touch the ground.

3. During the execution of an action, we excepcionally allow the attacking wrestler to place a part of
his body (hand, elbow, knee] while falling down, But if he goes on his/her back before his oppenent,
then the opponent wins 3 points,
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1 point — hand out
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1 point — one knee not dynamic
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3 points — attacking wrestler lands first on his back
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3 points — dynamic. Same action
